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Key words: Include three or five key words of your work, written in italics/cursive, size 10, centered alignment.

The abstracts must be written in Cambria 12, single line spacing, titles in bold type, subtitles in italics, justified alignment. The abstracts must not exceed one page including tables and figures. 

Author, Collaborators and Institution (without a maximum of words)
Enunciate the full names of the authors in uppercase and lowercase letters starting with the name(s) followed by the surnames, alignment: centered. Each one of "authors" must be listed in consecutive order of appearance, first listing the researcher (main author), followed by collaborators. Underline the name of the exhibitor of the work and add an asterisk to the corresponding author. Indicate the full name of the department and institution of the authors without using abbreviations, in case of including authors with different institutions, they should be indicated by numbers at the end of the name to indicate their institution of origin. Indicate the e-mail of the corresponding author. 

Introduction. It should briefly summarize the following information: what is already known about the subject related to the work in question, what is not known about the subject y therefore what the study was intended to examine. 

Methods. It should content enough and brief information to allow the reader to understand what was done and how.
 
Results and discussion. Translate to words the most relevant findings and results of the research including the results of statistical analysis, numeric information, data, tables and/or figures that sustain the work and its explanation. 

Conclusions. The conclusions should have the most relevant about the research (main finding) and it could include additional conclusions of importance and perspective. 
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
